The Art Market creates a space for artist exhibits and receptions,
musicians, artisan crafts for sale, workshops, the annual Artist Open Studio Tour, Holiday Open House
and the Tea & Talk lecture series. The Art Market also houses the offices of the county Arts Couneil,
providing support for artists of all media, grants and scholarships for artists, arts organizations and
students working in visual and performing art.

Additional Narrative

The Rockingham County Arts Council (RCAC) seeks $2,500 to support the Dan River Art Market and Gallery and
functions that are part of this year's calendar. The past few years has shown an increase in traffic, with sales
for artists, social events, workshops and its’ contribution as an active part of economic and sociat
development in Rockingham County.

The Dan River Art Market is located within the Arts Council offices in the heart of Wentworth and provides a
physical location to exhibit artwork, inform tourists, provide space for discussion, performance and dialogue,
offer public exhibits, support youth and Grassroots grantees with special exhibits that focus on their
accomplishments. In 2011 we presented the first Artist Open Studio Tour that is now in its fourth year, and
continue the annual Holiday Open House.

The Dan River Art Market & Gallery exhibits have been well attended, with musicians performing, local
caterers sharing food and beverage, workshops that help artists develop professionally and committees that
help with events, memberships, sponsorships and more. The RCAC continued in 2012 with six exhibits and
receptions, Artist Open Studio Tour and Holiday Open House, a series of workshops ranging from artistic
business development to drawing and painting and expanded Art Market Hours to include Second Saturdays.

In fiscal year 2013-2014 shows increased sales and traffic at the Art Market, the Studio Tour, Holiday Open
House and have added a series of warkshops that emphasize the “Business of Art” for artists to gain more
information on digital images, social media and starting a business (in collaboration with Business Technology
Center) and ways to choose a gallery/festival/exhibit, all important topics for professional artists. These
introductory workshops are informal and supported by Business Tech and classes at Rockingham Community
College.

Our upcoming exhibit “Down to Earth” displays images of our environment and water issues and presents
lectures and workshops, very relevant tapics to our county. We are excited to find a very positive energy as
we make plans in fiscal year 2014-2015 for more projects. With that secial capital in mind, we are considering
ways to make these events as successful as possible.

The RCAC partners with the North Carolina Arts Council to provide Grassroots Arts Grants. These grants are
often the beginning of new projects that support new collaborations with community organizations to provide
arts programming throughout the year. Grassroots funds also support established non-profit organizations.

The Grassroots funds enable us to support many in our community, employing artists and performers with new
ventures in art. These partnerships are often the catalyst for sustainable community development utilizing
the arts, leading to programs that connect diverse parts of our county through shared arts experiences. In
2013-2014 funds were distributed to the Fine Art Festival Association (FAFA), Rockingham County Schools,
Theatre Guild of Rockingham County and Piedmont Folk Legacies. These are funds that must be matched
dollar-for-dollar, and a large part of our operating budget goes to fulfill this requirement to secure these
funds for our county.

The RCAC collaborates with the Central Piedmont Regional Artist Hub grant to provide funding through the
Regional Artist Grant. Through this grant, Kitty Williams was awarded funds to create a mural in MARC, Ben
Winslow received equipment for his studio in Eden and Mark Mazzatenta to support the Maxx Brothers Duo.

We are excited to continue to promote the arts in Rockingham County through our upcoming Arts Directory
that serves as a reference for local artists of all disciplines.

The Rockingham County Arts Council continues on the path of our one-three-five year objective that includes
ambitious goals. The Arts Council has an engaged and empowered board of directors, three sub-committees
that include board members and involved community members. We are excited to have increased
membership for the past year and anticipate more community members te become invested and involved

Projects and events are designed to include a variety of art disciplines and engage the diverse audiences in
Rockingham County, inviting everyone to enjoy the arts throughout the community and participate at Art
Market events in Wentwaorth. A new venture for 2014-2015 is the Community Arts Day, designed to provide a
festive day with artists set up for demonstrations and sales, music, literature and arts education
opportunities. After conversations with several of our Art Market artists and their disappointment with many
of the usual local venues limiting and closing local art fairs, the idea of an Independent, (Indy) Craft and
Performance Art venue has become a new project. The RCAC will provide spaces, promotion and other details
while the artists will bring a fun-filled day of art, craft and music to Wentworth at the Arts Council/Art
Market.

The RCAC believes that support for the Dan River Art Market and the mission of the Arts Council as the
centralized arts organization for the county stimulates a thriving Arts Community. Developing the location as
an arts-friendly environment and destination serves as a catalyst for sustainable community development
utilizing the arts, creative social venues for all age and economic groups create a network for artist to
depend on for exhibit, education and exposure and lead to programs that connect diverse parts of our county
through shared arts experiences. Developing the physical location is a significant part of the plan. Creating
communication through printed materials, interactive website, newsletters, and other media venues, offering
grants, call for entry exhibits, educational programs and the Art Market to support local artist through sales
and exposure in this central location builds support and develop a sustainable resource for the growing
Wentworth community.

By continuing to develop the arts programming outlined above, the Arts Council anticipates patrons from
surrounding counties to look to Rockingham County and the resources that are here as places to explore and
keep these special events in their hearts and in their plans for their future excursions.

The Arts Council has a mission to serve as the focal point/umbrella organization for the arts and information
about the arts in Rockingham County. Our county is rich with talent and dedicated members of the
community. These are important assets for our progress in this challenging ecenomy. Your support is an
important investment in our success.

Project SAFE Rocking-
County, a partmer-
ship between the six law
enforcement departments
and the community, con-
tinues its work to reduce
gun and gang-related
violent crime.

To achieve its mission,
Project SAFE Rockingham
County (PSRC) focuses on
the most violent firearms
offenders from around the
co Twice each year, a
gro..,. of ten to twenty of
these offenders is directed
by Community Correc-
tions to attend a meeting,
known as a call-in, where
they are given an ultima-
tum to put down their
guns or face the wrath of
the entire criminal justice
system. In the same meet-
ing, community resource
volunteers )

stream back into society.

One-on-one exchanges
take place as the volun-
teers offer offenders as-
sistance with obtaining
their GED, drug treatment,
literacy, jobs searches, and
many other skills,

that is clearly making our
community a safer place
in which to work and Tive.
I 'would like to encourage
citizens countywide to at-
tend our next call-in to
experience it firsthand. I
am proud o be associated
with PSRC."

Savings on
mnﬁﬁ’esment

" What savings do taxpay-

ers experience when of-
fenders comply?

For a quick answer, con-
sider the sixteen gang of-
fenders who attended the
first call-in in November
2011. The local jail cost
for housing' these offend-
ers was calculated for the
one-year period prigr to
the meeting, and the same
period after it.

The result? The cost of
confinement in the year
following the call-in for
these offenders dropped
by over $10,000.00. Ac-
tual savings were prob-
ably much more when one
considers the fact that the
daily cost of confinement
was calculated at $40.00

per inmate — low by any--

one’s standard — and no

costs were figured, in for

any additional services.

Volunteers: Giving
‘offenders skills
they need

The work of PSRC con-
tinues after the offend-
ers attend the call-in,
especially in the area of
employment. Project Re-
entry, an important com-
mumtyparmarmthPSRC
is providing job readiness
classes for offenders at
the Division of Work Force
Solutions office in Went-
worth. In‘this workshop,
they learn vital skills in
yesume preparation, inter-
viewing and a host of other
related skills.

Along  similar  lines,
PSRC has worked closely
with Rockingham Com-
munity College in provid'
ing vocational training
for several offenders from
the last call-in. Several of
them have received tu-
ifion scholarships and are
now attending - evening
classes at the Goodwilt
Industries  Community
Resource Center in Reids-
vilie to sharpen skills and
earn certificates which, in
turn, will make them more
hirable. Still other offend-
ers are assisted in a one-
on-one capacity by PSRC,
either with job searches or
teferrals, shelter or other
primary needs.

Just this week, for exam-
ple, one of the offenders,
unemployed and about to
be homeless, was directed
by PSRCto & local housing
facilityand manufacturing
plant. The offender is now
a full-time employee, and
his prospects for housing
are promising.

Gun screenings

In addition to call-ins,
PSRC continues scrutiny
over all felony firearms
cases, Under the leader-
ship of District Attorney
Philip Berger, Ir, every
case in the county is close-

Success

ly reviewed -for optimal
punishment in state or
federal court.

After 12 meefings, 24
of the most violent local
offenders are scheduled
for prosecution in federal
court, with others being
considered.

In summary, PSRC con-
tinues with the strategies
that have made it success-
ful over the last three years.
Although the violent crime
rate rose last-year, the rate

“for the last two years sill

shows an overall decline.
Regardless, chronic of-
fenders are getting the
message and putting down
their guns, as only about
two per cent of them, once
warned, have re-commit-
ted firearms offenses. And

keeping violent offenders

out of fail is saving taxpay-
ers thousands of dollars
in Rockingham County,
not to mention the steps
that PSRC and its commu-
nity helpers are taking to
help make the offenders
taxpayers againAll these
achievements are indica-
tors that the ongoing ef-
forts of PSRC are working
and improving the qual-
ity of Life of all residents of
Rockingham County.
